I. Call to Order at 6:47pm by Jan McCabe
II. Agenda Approval – Jara motioned to approve the agenda, Dean seconded
III. Approval of May Minutes – Jara motioned to approve the minutes as presented; seconded by Kathryn
IV. Treasurers Report
Jara reported grant income as 13,452;  membership as $794.32; Total income was $17,430.25.  We had bigger expenses this month with insurance and the calendar payment.  Total expenses were $23,616.78.

V. Jan introduced the rare plant projects two new summer  employees: Elijah Neymark – from Golden, went to college in Grand Junction and then some forestry work;  teaches music and has taught math.  Sean Maguire 4-5 years of field work, college at Univ. of Nebraska.  They are doing a mix of Eutrema monitoring and looking for other rare plants, and trail work and noxious weed work.
The Rare Alpine Plant Project so far this year has hiked 15-1/2 miles, visited 11 Eutrema sites, found 3 new plots of Eutrema, and 4 new other rare plant sites.  We still have quite a few sites to visit, we have permission from Joe Harrington to hike through Sacramento Gulch.  We are looking for Cooney Lake owners as there are a number of Eutrema sites in that area – Jara will look into.  

VI. Summary of Kids Education Program – Cara reported that we have started early education hikes.  Roz had to leave so Cara is doing it.   We are trying to get the little kids out, get families out.  We just finished the Nature and Science camp.  Cara took little kids, Grace Barrett took 7 -12 and Gail Smith took older kids.  179 kids and parents came for the week.  This week there is a hike on Aspen Alley. Because of the fire, we haven’t advertised, but now need help spreading the word again.
We also stopped the community hikes because of the smoke and fire.  We are doing a hike on July 27 in conjunction with Burro Days.
